Eastern North Carolina. Last year, Triangle Letter Carriers issued a challenge to see which city, 
Raleigh or Durham, would have the greatest percentage increase over the previous year. Durham 
Letter Carriers increased the percentage of donations by more than 34% and won the challenge. 
 

On Stamp Out Hunger Day, the public is asked to simply place bags filled with nonperishable food 
items next to their mailbox. A Letter Carrier will collect the donation and take it back to their postal 
branch where Food Bank volunteers will be on site throughout the day to unload the postal trucks.   
 

The Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina has more than 545,000 individuals in their 34-
county service area who struggle to put and keep meals on the table. More than 50 percent are 
children and seniors. 
 
In the Sandhills, donations benefit the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina’s branch in 
Southern Pines and partner agencies. 
 
The Stamp Out Hunger Food Drive comes at a critical time when holiday food drive donations are 
long gone.
